	MINI-GRANT DEADLINES

Teacher Mini-Grants are designed to fund one-time-only service-oriented projects identified by youth as activities they would like to perform to benefit their school, neighborhood, or greater community.  This year, WE WILL ALSO GIVE GENERAL EDUCATIONAL GRANTS FOR THE IMPROVEMENT OF YOUR SCHOOL, THE PURCHASE OF EDUCATIONAL MATERIALS, ETC. Grant applications are reviewed and considered by a Selection Committee throughout the year.
When completing an application, you should:

· explain the project thoroughly

· include specific details about its educational value

· attach a clear and concise budget

SELECTION CRITERIA 

· Educational benefit to students/teachers

· Integration of proposed project with school curriculum

· Number of people impacted

FUNDING 

Mini-Grants of up to $100 are available for projects on a one-time-only basis. Because funding is limited, proposals including the service learning concept are given priority. Requests should not exceed $100 per classroom. Travel expenses are not allowed. Grantees must submit a final report including receipts and pictures. Failure to submit a final report and pictures within the reporting deadline may jeopardize future grant opportunities.   Applicants should avoid asking for funds that could be found through other sources or that require a continuing commitment of funds beyond the original proposal.
