She seizes opportunities to make a difference in her community by offering compassionate leadership, commitment, personal skills, and/or financial resources with the ultimate goal of improving the quality of life for those in her community.

The Woman Philanthropist nominee has demonstrated her dedication to her community through her charitable contributions.  She has demonstrated her commitment to philanthropy by volunteering (without compensation) for one or more non-profit organizations.  During her many years of volunteer service, she has accepted the challenge of leadership roles in these organizations and has also, within her means, generously supported those organizations financially.  The woman philanthropist nominee is a role model to others and willing to support others in their efforts to initiate positive community change by sharing her time, talent, and financial resources.

7. The award recipient must agree to be nominated, interviewed, photographed for media purposes and attend any OCCF local events and regional celebration on October 1, 2011.  

8. The award recipient from each county and three of her guests will receive complimentary tickets to the Southern Indiana Women in Philanthropy regional event on October 1, 2011.
